Parents whose children are not yet in Kindergarten can sign up for our
"1,000 Books Before Kindergarten" program.

You will receive a folder with a paper log to record the books you read
to your child. Every time you read a book (no matter if it's the 20th time
you've read it) -- it counts!

When you visit the library after every 100 books, your child will get a
sticker to keep and one to put on our bulletin board. Your child will also
receive a necklace and tag for every 100 books!

After 500 books, your child will receive a small gift. After reading 1000
books, your child will receive a t-shirt, a certificate, and book.  His or her
picture and name will even be printed in the newspaper!
